IARSS Workshop Client Upload Utility Setup and Usage Information

Client Installation

In the setup directory ‘IARSS Workshop Client’ there is a setup.exe program.  This is the main install to be run on the target computer.  It uses files in the following subdirectories:  The Executable_Files folder contains setup files for the .NET Runtime and the Install_Files folder contains setup files for the client application.

This installation requires that the Microsoft Windows Installer is installed on the client machine.  Executables to install this are provided in the ‘Windows Installer’ subdirectory.  If you receive the following error during installation, you will need to install the Windows Installer:
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Client Setup

A shortcut to the client application will be placed on the desktop and in the Programs->IARSS menu of the computer located in the Start menu.  Before the client application is run for the first time, the users will need to set the Provider value in the configuration file, named WorkshopClient.exe.config.  There will also be a link to this file in the IARSS menu.  If prompted, select Notepad to view and edit this file.  

A list of provider names should be distributed with the installation, and the user should select their provider name from the list and enter it in the configuration file as is done in this example for the Whiteside provider:

After this value is entered the client application should load correctly and display the provider name in the lower left hand corner of the application, along with the server it is connected to:
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Using the Client Application

The client application accepts comma separated and XML formatted documents as input to be uploaded to the main server.  To import files, select the appropriate option from the File menu:
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The file format for these two import types is supplied in two example data files named SampleInput.csv and SampleInput.xml.  Links to these two files are also located in the IARSS menu.  

XML File Notes:

· The ProviderID and AreaID elements should be null, the client application resolves these automatically.

· Date and time formats should follow those in the example file.

· CategoryID and StatusID should be text fields matching one of the categories or statuses in the master database.  Their IDs will be resolved by the client automatically.  You may output a list of current Categories or Statuses at any time.  For instructions on this, see the Server Updates section of this document.

· There should be one <Workshops> element for each record.

· Required Fields: Title, StartDate, EndDate, StartTime, EndTime, ProviderID, CategoryID, AreaID, StatusID
· For fields that are not required, elements within the <Workshops> element should be omitted if there is no value for the field.

· Boolean values (true and false) should appear all in lower case.

· The Partnerships element is a comma separated list of provider names that are involved in the workshop along with the main provider (determined as the provider entering the information).  These should be names that correspond to those listed in the master database.  A full list of available providers may be downloaded from the client application from the Server Updates->Export Current Providers for reference.  This element may be omitted or left blank.

Comma Separated File Notes:

· Comma separated files should have row names as the first row of the document.
· CategoryID and StatusID should be text fields matching one of the categories or statuses in the master database.  Their IDs will be resolved by the client automatically.  You may output a list of current Categories or Statuses at any time.  For instructions on this, see the Server Updates section of this document.

· ProviderID and AreaID should be set to any non-zero length character string (for example: 0). These values will be ignored and replaced by the proper values by the client application automatically.  Failure to set these values to a non-zero length character string will result in the import of the file to fail.

· There is an additional NullField column appended to the end of each record.  This should be set to 0 and is necessary for the import to work properly.

· Date and time formats should follow those in the example file.

· Required Fields: Title, StartDate, EndDate, StartTime, EndTime, ProviderID, CategoryID, AreaID, StatusID

· For fields that are not required

· For import files where one or more records have no value, the columns should be left without a value.  The comma placeholders must be included to maintain the integrity of the row.
· For import files where no records have values, the column may be omitted from the import file.  The final NullField, however, should always be present.

· Values for text fields that contain commas should be enclosed in double quotes.  If quotes appear within the text field, they should be escaped by a second quote.  For example, the string “This “”is a”” test” will be uploaded to the main database as This “is a” test.  Commas or other punctuation in text fields that are not enclosed in quotes may cause errors that are difficult to trace, and yield unclear error messages.
· The Partnerships field is a list of provider names, separated by the ‘@’ (at) symbol, that are involved in the workshop along with the main provider (determined as the provider entering the information).  These should be names that correspond to those listed in the master database.  A full list of available providers may be downloaded from the client application from the Server Updates->Export Current Providers for reference.  This list may be omitted or left blank.

Server Updates

The server updates menu allows you to retrieve a current list of Categories and Statuses that exist in the master database.  The description column from this list should be used to populate the CategoryID and StatusID fields in both the XML and comma separated input files.
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Uploading Data

Once one or more records have been imported into the client app, the Upload To Server button becomes active, and you may upload those records to the master server.  This action requires a username and password, which must be associated with the provider for which the upload is being made.
